How to reach the Mainz office of Reg TP from the railway station and the downtown hotels in Mainz
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Arrival by car:

Leave the A 643 motorway (connecting the A 60 and the A 66) at the Mainz-Gonsenheim exit. Follow the white signs to the „Regulierungsbehörde für Telekommunikation und Post“, i.e. turn right towards Mainz-Gonsenheim when leaving the motorway, then left at the next set of traffic lights and after roundabout 400 meters left again into Canisiusstraße.

Arrival by train

From Mainz-Hauptbahnhof (main station) take the tram no.10 (direction Finthen Römerstraße) or tram no.11 (direction Finthen Poststraße). The stop is in front of the main entrance of the main railway station. Leave the tram after approximately 12 minutes at the stop „Elbestraße“. When leaving the tram take the next street („Werrastraße“) to your right and the second street („Canisiusstraße“) to your left again. See also picture above.

Arrival by air

Go to the train station (follow the signs „Bahnhof“) in the basement of Frankurt/Main Airport (Terminal 1). Take the S8 to Wiesbaden as far as Mainz Hauptbahnhof. Please note that S-Bahn tickets must be purchased at the ticket machines before the journey. Ticket machines can be found before you’re going down to the tracks.

The journey to Mainz takes approximately 30 Minutes and leave Frankfurt every half hour during daytimes. From Mainz-Hauptbahnhof you need to take the tram to the Reg TP office. Trams are leaving every 5 to 10 minutes. See arrival by train above.

Please note: Mainz Main station is a huge construction site for the next 2 years, bus and tram stops may change locations.
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
